Getting to and from the airports:

The Bay area has a few major airports.  San Francisco International (SFO) and Oakland are both good options.  San Jose is a bit too far away.

Shared door to door vans.  You can find representatives in the ground transportation area.  Getting to USF will cost $20+ from SFO and a bit more from Oakland.

Public Transit.  BART runs from both Oakland and SFO into the city of San Francisco.  At Oakland take the BART shuttle to the Coliseum station for $2.  At SFO a free air train takes you to the station.  Tickets can be purchased from machines at the station.  BART from the Coliseum into SF costs $3.15, from SFO to SF costs $4.95.  Once in SF get off at the Civic Center stop.  From there you can catch the #21 bus line ($1.25, exact change) to Fulton and Stanyan (1 block to USF) or a cab (usually under $10).  If you plan on catching a cab or are coming in later at night, try Powell or Embarcadero stations—they tend to be safer and see more cab traffic after hours.

Getting to SF from San Jose will take awhile.  Catch the free shuttle to the CalTrain station.  Take the train North into SF.  From 4th and King station you can catch MUNI N line (just outside the station) to Civic Center or a cab.  

Cabs are available to and from the airport but will cost upwards of $40-50+.

Getting around:

Walking will get you most places in and around USF.  For farther journeys there are a few options.

The San Francisco MUNI is the city’s transit option.  Detailed maps and schedules can be found at http://www.sfmuni.com/ or http://transit.511.org/
MUNI costs $1.25 per trip and usually requires exact change.  Passes are available at downtown stations (see the above websites for more info).  The famous SF cable cars cost extra and have limited routes (2); see http://www.sfcablecar.com/ for more info.

Cabs will get you to most places very quickly, provided you can find one.  They are more expensive than public transit but sharing cabs can make this the best option.  Usually you can hail a cab, but sometimes calling helps.   http://www.sfstation.com/links/transit/ has plenty of cab company numbers as well as a wealth of general info about transit in and around SF.
